Canvas Studio: A new, cool way of managing videos in Canvas

Formerly called Arc, Canvas Studio allows you to manage all your media at any time. Accessible from your left navigation bar, Canvas studio enables
you to upload video files into one place in Canvas. You can view, share, and comment on any uploaded video or audio file. Canvas studio allows you
to upload as many videos as possible into a media library in your course. After a media file is uploaded, you can manage all controls and settings. You
can bulk-upload multiple specific media files at a time. The maximum file size for a media file upload is 10 GB.

You can then make videos available to students in various ways; be it in modules, discussions and other places. Students can view videos and make
comments available to everyone in the class. If you are the owner of a video or audio file, you can view analytics and see how many users have viewed
the video file. Analytics can help you see if a user viewed the entire media file or skipped segments. Studio makes it easy for a user to locate the media
they want to view. You can view specific media in the Uploads menu, or search for the media in the Search field. Even more interestingly, you can
permit students to upload videos in a discussion and other students can view them and make comments. Furthermore, you can allow students to
submit videos in an assignment which you can easily grade in speed grader. You can share any video in your library, also, the Insights tab shows a graph
of all users who have viewed the media at least once.

With all that being said, let me end with caution. Clark (1983) observed that “media are mere vehicles that deliver instruction but do not influence
student achievement any more than the truck that delivers our groceries causes changes in our nutrition” (p 445). So, it is not automatic that the more
media you employ in teaching will result in high levels of cognition in students. It becomes important to employ media like videos in the best contexts
they are needed in order to advance learning in students. So, when it comes to employing media in teaching, context becomes a crucial factor.

The Educational Value of Learning Portfolios

The central idea of learning portfolios is for students to reflect on a particular learning experience. This may include a single course, all the courses in
their major, or their whole college life experience. At the end of the course or program, the students create a document that describes and illustrates
the meaning of that whole experience. Generally the portfolio consists of two parts; a narrative statement and an appendix with materials that illustrate
and support the comments in the narrative (Fink 2013).

The main point is that portfolios can be a powerful addition when combined with other learning activities in a course. For instance, if students are
assigned short writing assignments throughout the course, they will gradually become more comfortable with and capable of reflecting and writing
about the quality of their learning experiences. They will gradually build up a substantial collection of thoughts and ideas that can be organized into a
learning portfolio at the end of the course (Fink 2013).

Learning portfolios encourage students to reflect on what they can and should be learning from a particular experience as well as how they are doing
in achieving the learning goals set forth by themselves and the Institution. The completed portfolio is a valuable, cumulative record that allows students
to communicate with each other as well as future employers on what they have learned.

Checklist for Beginning a Semester in Canvas

At the start of the semester, many of you will be importing your previous semester courses into new semester courses. Now is a good time to review
what you may want to have in your Canvas courses, especially regarding instructional design and course content.

Go through the “Checklist for Beginning a Semester in Canvas” to make sure you have everything set up for your Fall 2019 course. The document gives
details on:

1. Importing a copy of your course content from a previous semester or putting together a course from scratch.

2. Setting up a course syllabus catered to your type of course instruction (online, webinar, blended, etc.) and where to find template guides to
include all necessary information for you students.

3. Integrating web tools into early assignments to familiarize students with features they will be using throughout the semester.

4. Uploading new files into your Canvas course. Instructors can bulk upload various types of files to Canvas, including documents (e.g., Word, PDF,
PPT, etc.), images (e.g., jpeg, png, etc.), and even audio/video files (e.g., mp3, mov, mp4 etc.).

5. Checking settings (including dates/times) for each of your assignments, discussions, and quizzes, including how-to guides for editing options.
6.  Checking links to external websites and course documents. Links to external websites (e.g.: YouTube videos, personal websites of educators, etc.)

may become broken because they are maintained by entities unrelated to Canvas at Southwestern Oklahoma State University. The document
gives instructions on how to validate your links to make sure they are working properly.

7. Simplifying course navigation. How to hide navigation links and background information to help students navigate your Canvas course.
